· Government can NOT take away people’s natural rights
· If government does not protect natural rights, the people have the right to overthrow their government
Thomas Jefferson justified the American Revolution (1776) in the Declaration of Independence

· Man has unalienable rights

· Life

· Liberty

· Pursuit of happiness

· When a government does not protect your unalienable rights, people have the right to try to change their government
· If changing the government fails, people have the right to overthrow their government
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
